this volume is concerned with the sources for the study of the crusades conceived in terms of the records of their
history and of their enemies the motives that inspired them and the monuments which they left behind some of the
studies analyse particular historical sources both written and visual for the events of the crusades and the history of
the crusader states others look more broadly at the impact of the crusading movement in the west its origins and its
propaganda from the first crusade to the time of erasmus

the crusades were penitential war pilgrimages fought in the levant and the eastern mediterranean as well as in north
africa spain portugal poland the baltic region hungary the balkans and western europe beginning in the eleventh
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century and ending as late as the eighteenth these holy wars were waged against muslims and other enemies of the
